Hello Everyone 
 
Sorry about the lateness of this newsletter, but it has been an extraordinarily busy time for 
PASIC.  Busy, but exciting!  There are lots of changes afoot as plans for the new Childrenôs  
Integrated Cancer Service are put in to place; for a full update on this why not come along to 
our AGM in November?  Each PASIC member will receive a notification of the meeting date 
and venue later in the year. 
 
PASIC has been invited to speak out for parents and has become involved in the local cancer  
forum and network, the Aiming High for Disabled Children regional board, the School of  
Nursing and the Care Quality Commission, to name but a few!  A few parents have been  
persuaded to take part and have their say, but I know how difficult it is for parents of a sick child 
to get involved as much as they would like because of the demands of childcare, work, etc.   
Iôve dealt with various health and educational agencies during my own sonôs life and that  
experience has given me a passion to represent families and put their points of view across to 
those people that are responsible for providing services etc.  I think the two main points that I 
try to get across at any meeting I attend is to ask the professionals not to assume that they 
know what families need, but to ask the families and then once a care plan is put in to place, to 
ensure that some follow up is done to check that what is written on paper is actually what the 
family are receiving. When I attend meetings I offer to act as a conduit between families and the 
service provider by offering to pass on emails to families through our emailing list.  Those 
people that want to get involved will do and those that donôt can just as easily delete the emails. 
I think that we need to use the many options available to us to communicate with one another. If 
you have any views that you would like to share with me, please do not hesitate to contact me, 
either by phone of email. 
 
People have a lot of misconceptions about what PASIC does, so I thought I would mention a 
few of the things that we can facilitate for families.  We can provide some financial support, 
either through your ClicSargent social worker or you can apply directly to PASIC.  We can help 
to address any issues you may have whilst you are in hospital or help you to have your say.  
We network with many other groups to provide therapeutic recreational breaks for children and 
young people, we can nominate you for a holiday in Devon or put you in touch with other 
holiday providers, we can help to facilitate wishes for your child, we can help to put you in touch 
with other parents for mutual support, network with other charities and agencies who may be 
able to give advice and help, we provide updates on achievements and special occasions in the 
lives of children who may have finished treatment many years ago, we organise outings and 
parties throughout the year, we provide a newsletter and are always open to suggestions from 
you about ways in which we can provide further support.  PASIC provides ongoing support for 
as long as a family chooses, we do not delete families from the database unless they asked to 
be deleted.  If your circumstances change and you find you need more support please do not 
hesitate to contact me.  Your involvement with PASIC is as much, or as little as you want it to 
be.  We just want you to know that we are here for you if you need us.

MY VISIT TO BARRETSTOWN by Bea Brunton 
 

Iôve known about Barretstown for years and have tried to ensure information is always available in daycare  
so that families can apply for one of the therapeutic recreational breaks; either as a family or for the child 
receiving treatment or their siblings.  Tracey OôDwyer, European Child Recruitment Manager, came over to 
our information day in 2008 to tell everyone about the centre. 
 
When I was invited to visit Barretstown in March 2010 I didnôt hesitate to accept as I wanted to learn about it 
first hand so that I could play a more active part in encouraging others to visit and benefit from their support. 
 
Barretstown Castle in Ballymore Eustace, Co Kildare in Ireland is a centre for therapeutic recreation which 
follows a model of challenge > success > reflection > discovery and provides support for all the family, not just 
the child that has been diagnosed with a serious illness.  Barretstown accepts children affected by an illness 
within a range of conditions including childhood cancer, haematology related diseases, renal related diseases 
and immunodeficiency related diseases.  
 
Each highly trained volunteer taking care of the children is called a ócaraô, the Irish word for friend.  The 
children are never far from a trained, skilled and understanding friend.  All staff are selected through a strict 
recruitment process involving intensive group and individual interviews, reference and police checks.  At the 
childrenôs camp the age range is 7 to 13 years and at the teen camp the age range is 14 to 17 years.  During 
family camps the age range of the children is from 0 to 17 years.  Barretstown organises a range of camps 
throughout the year from family weekends (Thursday or Friday evening to Sunday) in Spring and Autumn, 
accommodating up to 20 families in cosy cottages with separate rooms for children and adults.  In some 
cases two families may share a cottage.  There are also childrenôs camps, sibling camps and teen camps of 
up to 10 days duration offering a wide range of activities including rope course activities, archery, theatre, 
fishing, horse riding, photography,  arts and crafts and much, much more. All activities are fully supervised.  
All Barretstown programmes are provided free of charge.  
 
The well-equipped medical centre, or ómed-shedô as it is affectionately known, is staffed by at least 2  
paediatric doctors and four paediatric nurses.  The team is supervised by a Clinical Coordinator and  
overseen by the Medical Director. 
 
In the Barretstown magazine óRebuilding Livesô their medical director Dr Fin Breatnach explained the  
reasoning for family camps.  ñBarretstownôs family programme focuses on providing respite and support for 
families of children with life-threatening illnesses, allowing the family to spend quality time together over a 3  
or 4 day activity based weekend.  The immediate focus of the programme is to provide opportunities for the 
family to have fun together to meet other families, participate in a wide range of activities or simply relax and 
enjoy a stress-free weekend in idyllic surroundings.  Beyond this is an enabling process allowing them to 
access support from families sharing their experience, providing the opportunity to ask questions and access 
information through discussion.ò 
 
Children must be within four years of active treatment or currently on treatment for their illness. Each childôs 
attendance will be restricted to three visits. There are a number of ways of applying to attend  
Barretstown but it is your childôs consultant that will confirm that your child is fit to attend. 
 
There is so much more I could tell you about Barretstown, including information about its bereavement 
programme, so please contact me if you are interested in finding out more. I can arrange to have
